	rec1: The Alzheimer Society is proposing the creation of an arms-length not-for-profit organization created and funded by the Federal Government through the Public Health Agency of Canada with a mission to develop and implement a national Alzheimer’s disease and Dementia strategic plan for Canada.

This organisation would lead, coordinate and facilitate a partnership of dementia experts, governments, researchers, care providers, people with dementia and their families, in the development and implementation of a national plan for Alzheimer’s disease and other Dementias in Canada. 

	rec2: The budget required to establish and maintain an arms length organization focused on dementia would be $150 million over a five year period ($30 million annually). 

The funding would be provided from the Federal Government through the Public Health Agency of Canada and Health Canada with an accountability relationship to the Minister.
	rec3: This proposal would benefit Canadians by:

- Providing a surveillance system and evidence-based information on all aspects of Alzheimer’s disease and other Dementias.
- Promoting prevention, early detection and early intervention.
- Recognizing and supporting the important role played by informal caregivers by providing information, support and education.
- Enhancing quality-of-life for people with dementia and their families.
- Promoting broader public awareness of Alzheimer’s disease and other dementias and to combat stigma.
- Accelerating investment in all areas of dementia research 

	rec4: The solution proposed in this submission not only allow for cost avoidance in health care and improved productivity, it will be a significant step towards addressing the impact of dementias in Canada. 

Currently 747,000 Canadians are living with dementia. However, this number is projected to balloon to 1.4 million people by the end of 2031. The total costs for dementia in Canada are expected to skyrocket from the current total of $33B per year to over $293B per year by 2040. In 2011, family caregivers accumulated $444M in unpaid hours. This represents $11B in lost income.
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
