University research is key to ensuring a healthy, prosperous, innovative society in a competitive
world.

Canada’s investments in research have led to the creation of ideas and knowledge. Support for
research has opened new fields and generated jobs and long-term economic growth. University
research is transforming many of Canada’s traditional economic sectors to take greater advantage of
our natural resources, creating better policy outcomes, improving and saving lives, and shaping our
culture and arts industries.

Universities are grounded in their communities and global in their outlook. In response to demand
from students and parents, university enrolment has grown by more than 50 percent in the last
decade. And university graduates are finding jobs and using the skills they’ve gained to fuel
Canada’s economic advantage.

The excellence of research and teaching in Canadian universities is recognized around the world.
More than half of current, full-time faculty have been hired since 2000, and approximately 40 percent
have international teaching and research experience. Canada's universities are dynamic centres of
learning that advance the knowledge of students at every level. Universities respond to the needs of
students and of employers by providing graduates with knowledge and transferable skills that enable
them to adapt to a rapidly changing global economy: through critical thinking, creativity, identifying
challenges and devising solutions.

Canada’s universities have increased the opportunities for students to acquire hands-on research,
co-op jobs and internships. Today, more than half of all undergraduate students benefit from these
high impact experiences which equip them to be productive and innovative contributors to society.

Through research, students and faculty tackle important questions, identify new knowledge and
devise solutions. Through their work-integrated learning opportunities, students take what they learn
in university — new knowledge and skills — and apply what they have gained to the challenges that
companies and communities face every day. University graduates are getting well-paying jobs. In
fact, even during the economic downturn, jobs for university graduates continued to grow. From May
2008 to May 2013, there were more than 800,000 net new jobs created for university graduates.

Reliable, sustainable and long-term funding for the university research enterprise will ensure
Canada's international competitiveness for years to come. More students will gain valuable research
skills; universities will use the support required to enhance the high-quality, research-enriched
environment in which students will thrive; Canada will prosper in a globally competitive world; and
the research community will employ the state-of-the art infrastructure it requires to connect with the
best talent in the world, whether it is in the next city, province or on the other side of the globe.
