There exists an artificial inflation of test book prices due to provisions in the Copyright Act.
The Act allows publishers to establish import monopolies on books by authors from around
the world, and outlines what these import monopolies may charge for the cost of books.
Books ordered outside this monopoly are referred to as 'parallel imports'. This is in effect a
“private tax” established by public policy. This policy artificially inflates the price of text books
for Canadian Students.
