	rec1: The CAC supports the National Roundtable on Travel and Tourism recommendation that the government continue its investment in visa processing, as seen in the 2 year, $42 million investment in visa processing.  We also support the ongoing work to develop Electronic Travel Authorizations. Along with air carrier partners, we will continue to seek a "light touch" for ETA, particularly for transiting travellers, and seek to broaden the efficacy of the ETA program through its use as way to remove low-risk countries from visa requirements.
	rec2: The CAC recommends that: 1) Visa processing be significantly improved by moving quickly to electronic methods for visa processing. This includes the introduction of electronic document scanning and transfer for processing 2) That recognition be given to applicants with U.S. visas, especially if the traveller seeks only to transit through Canada, but ultimately for all travellers with U.S. visas seeking to come to Canada. That Electronic Travel Authorization have minimal to no impact on travellers transiting Canada and be quickly used to remove low-risk countries from the visa requirement list.
	rec3: In addition to airports, air carriers and the broader tourism sector, many other industries are impacted by visa requirements and long visa processing times.  Anecdotally, we have heard of the millions of dollars lost to Canadian educational institutions in foreign student tuition because of the difficulties of prospective students obtaining visas in a timely manner. A visa delayed is a visa denied, and unfortunately this is just one tangible example of visa policy on the broader Canadian economy.
	rec4: In recently conducted research being released in the fall, a CAC and National Airlines Council of Canada study found that a combination of visa-related measures, including those described above, would result in demand from travellers from the top 10 visiting countries currently requiring visas would be stimulated by 25%.  This would result in an estimated $205 million in GDP, 2,400 jobs, $50 million contribution to the federal treasury and an $82 million contribution to all government treasuries.

	rec5: A second CAC recommendation is being submitted separately in conjunction with the Atlantic Canada Airports Association.  In addition, the CAC supports the recommendations being put forward by the National Roundtable on Travel and Tourism.
