	rec1: Canada provides $250,000 annually to implement a pan-Canadian communications strategy emanating from CAOT’s “Blueprint for Injury Prevention in Older Adults” (www.olderdriversafety.ca) funded by PHAC, to raise awareness about: driver refresher programs; disseminate tools, programs; undertake driver assessments; develop driver retirement plans; provide information on transportation and community mobility options; enable transition to post-driving cessation; train health care professionals; provide supports for 3.4M drivers aged over 65 who are involved in more than 12% of 125,000 collisions/ye 
	rec2: NO COSTS. It is recommended that a stream of funding ($250,000) under Human Resources and Skills Development Canada’s (HRSDC’s) New Horizons For Seniors Funding Program be allocated to raising awareness about available resources for older drivers and their families across Canada, so that older drivers can be socially and economically active, be engaged in their communities, and continue to make a contribution. An annual investment of $250,000 will yield a return of $10 to $99M annually in addition to the physical and mental well-being as well as the quality of life of older adults in Canada. 
	rec3: Research indicates that 40% of people who have taken advantage of resources such as the driver refresher programs saw marked improvements in their driving performance. The strategy when implemented and executed in collaboration with provincial governments and non-governmental organizations, would directly benefit the current complement of 3.4M drivers aged 65 and over (and their families) in all the provinces and territories across Canada.  It would improve the general well-being of older adults who often view their ability to drive as a measure of independence.
