Summary

First, we want to thank government for dedicating $10 million over 2 years to fish habitat
conservation in the 2013-14 budget. This announcement was extremely well received by our
300,000 supporters, the additional 265,000 supporters of the provincial wildlife affiliates, and
other conservation groups in Canada.

This program is targeted at local projects and is an important step toward government’s
commitment in the Economic Action Plan, 2013, to support the protection, restoration and
re-building of recreational fish habitat. However, our fisheries also face many issues that are
regional and/or national in scale and scope (e.g. nutrient loading, stream barriers, invasive
species, habitat fragmentation, and others) that are critical to ensuring sustainability of our
sport fishing industry and the many other economic, environmental, health and social benefits
provided by surface water supplies. To address these issues will require a longer-term
commitment of additional government funds.

Expected cost or savings resulting from implementation of the recommendation
