Science is at the centre of our lives in the twenty-first century and impacts all that we do. The
Council of Canadian Academies are interpreters of science for Canadians - every day we
work to gather and present the evidence on key issues of importance to the future of Canada.
With each expert assessment conducted, we hope to contribute positively to policies that will
better the health, wealth and prosperity of Canadians. As a neutral body whose interest lies
solely is assessing evidence and providing expert insights, the Council has earned a
reputation for being a trusted voice for science in the public interest.

The Council's primary client is the Government of Canada and over the past eight years the
Council has received 29 questions for assessment. Reports have been completed on a wide
range of topics, such as water and agriculture, nanotechnology and influenza transmission.
By the conclusion of its funding agreement with the government (March 2015) the Council will
have completed 36 in-depth, evidence based reports. Of particular interest is the portfolio of
assessments that have been completed in the science and technology and business
innovation space. These reports have tackled complicated issues and have brought forward
clear evidence and insights on why Canada continues to be challenged by low business
innovation, what the state of industrial research and development in Canada is, measuring
innovation investments, and identifying emerging and existing areas of science and
technology strength. The Council works with expert volunteers from across Canada and
abroad to conduct its assessments. To date, the Council has worked with over 600 experts
and leveraged more than $13 million in expert volunteer time. Council volunteers participate
on blue ribbon panels and are highly accomplished, well respected individuals from
academia, business, engineering and various policy fields. Effort is also placed on recruiting
international panel members who can bring a global perspective to an issue. Often times
helping place Council reports on the global stage and influencing policy debates
internationally. Evidence-based reports completed by the Council's panels are made publicly
available, in both official languages. Interest and demand for the Council's work has grown
consistently and indicators suggest demand will continue to be strong moving forward. In
order to meet current and future needs a decision regarding funding renewal is being sought
from the 2014 federal budget process. A modest investment in the future of the Council
ensures continued access to multidisciplinary panels who provide unbiased assessments to
support policy and decision-makers as they consider future policy directions for Canada. A
2014 decision will also prevent a disruption in the Council's work, allowing the government to
seamlessly and efficiently access the scientific evidence that underpins the critical domestic
and international issues facing our nation.
