	rec1: • Ensure Housing First funding addresses women's homelessness
Budget 2013 proposed “$119 million per year over 5 years, nearly $600 million in total, to the Homelessness Partnering Strategy, using a ‘Housing First’ approach” based on the outcomes of the At Home/Chez Soi demonstration projects. None of these had women as a focus.  Women’s homelessness is often a result of violence and many women hide their homelessness, rather than risk life on the street. We recommend that the Homelessness Partnering Secretariat take steps to ensure this funding reduces women’s homelessness.   


	rec2: As noted above, Budget 2013 proposed $119 million per year over 5 years for the Homelessness Partnering Strategy to reduce homelessness using a Housing First approach. Our recommendation is with regard to how that funding will be used and does not involve additional funding. The government should ensure that the Housing First approach used under the Homelessness Partnering Strategy takes into account the forms of women's homelessness, and creates links to shelters for abused women, programs serving homeless and low-income women and develops an approach to homeless girls - teenage and younger.
	rec3: This recommendation benefits homeless women and girls, perhaps the most vulnerable population in Canada. In major urban centres, 25-30% of people on the streets or in shelters are women; 30-50% of homeless youth are teenage girls. Forty-two percent of homeless girls in Vancouver are First Nation, Métis or Inuit, a rate 10 times their representation in the general population. Single parent families, mostly led by women, make up the majority of homeless families. Many women living on the streets of Canadian cities are abuse and trauma survivors struggling with resulting mental health issues.
	rec4: Without a roof over their heads and a door to lock safely behind them, women are at great risk of physical, emotional and psychological harm. Women living on the streets of Canadian cities are re-traumatized by their difficult everyday lives and dependent on expensive emergency services. At a cost of $25-31 a day, supportive housing is both the best social and the least expensive response to women's homelessness, using significantly less public resources than a shelter bed at $69/day, prison at $143/day or a psychiatric inpatient bed at $665/day.

	rec13: Homes for Women strongly encourages the federal government to ensure that the Housing First funding addresses women's homelessness as this would increase fiscal sustainability and support Canadians who are vulnerable to violence and poverty.

Homes for Women recommends that the Homeless Partnering Secretariat develop an advisory committee with expertise on women's homelessness to shape a Housing First approach to reducing women's homelessness within the $119 million spending envelope.
