	rec1: Legislative Change Requested: Section 11 (2) of the Air Travellers Security Charge Act, 2002, should be amended retroactively to read:
11 (1.1) No charge is payable in respect of an air transportation service that is acquired:
(b) by a person from a registered charity, for no consideration, if the service is provided by the charity in pursuit of its charitable purposes. 
The ATSC levy is an onerous charge levied on a charity assisting fellow Canadians who financially live at  the “poverty line” and where they live in Canada has become an obstacle for them accessing our universal health system.
	rec2: This action by the federal government will result in a very small decline in ATSC Revenues collected each year. All ten provincial governments support Hope Air financially and the requested legislative relief of the ATSC levy is a clear step that the federal government can take to participate in enabling better access to our universal health care system. The amendment as requested will provide additional funding so that Hope Air can continue to ensure its charity work across Canada directly benefits those who are struggling financially and also face difficult health care challenges.
