HIV has dynamic effects on societies at multiple levels, cuts across demographic lines, sectors
and regions, and remains a key Public Health issue in Canada today. The Canadian AIDS

Society estimates that the net economic loss for the Canadian economy attributed to recent
infection to be approximately $4 billion (2011). Augmenting access to prevention, treatment,

care and support programming across regions averts the complex long-term social and
economic burden of HIV/AIDS.

As families struggle to care for sick relatives their capacity to participate in the formal
economy is compromised.This manifests in increased absenteeism, reduced purchasing
power, decreased productivity and strains a stretched health system.This has immeasurable
impact on the sustainability of Canada’s economy.HIV hits the most productive segments of
society: those of working and family bearing age. As economic activity extends into rural,

remote communities, comprehensive prevention programming including harm reduction
services ensures access to those in need, when they need it.

Evidence indicates that while the
funding allocated to women's rights has increased within ODA, only one tenth of women's
organizations are receiving funding from bilateral, national governments and
Non-Governmental Organizations.

increase women led initiatives an inform the discovery of New Prevention Technologies
(NPT).

Across the globe women'’s rights and issues of gender equality remain pressing concerns for
development. As women remain the face of the epidemic across the globe, the spread of HIV
highlights deep gender divisions. NPTs expand the HIV prevention tool box by providing
realistic options that enhance a woman’s capacity to drive her health outcomes regardless of
threat of violence, marrital restraints, or desire to have children. Investment in the development

of NPTs aims to fortify the rights of women and address gender-based power imbalances
beyond the HIV epidemic.

The increased feminization of HIV is not a phenomenon exclusive of Canada. The number of
women living with HIV has increased 12.6% from 14,740 in 2008 to 16,600 in 2011. Enabling
women to engage in lower risk behaviors and practices can serve to mitigate prevalent power
imbalances and support a diverse workforce thus promoting opportunities for full participation
in Canada's social, educational, and economic activities.

In Canada 71,300 people are living with HIV; Aboriginal communities represent 12.2% of
new infections (PHAC, 2011). Aboriginal peoples are disproportionately affected by HIV and
continue to be diagnosed at younger ages than the general Canadian population. Looking
abroad we can see the devastating impacts HIV has on communities and their economic
productivity. As Canada’s economic activity extends into more remote and isolated
communities, growing rates of HIV will have a negative impact on the available work force. It
is estimated that each new infection costs the Canadian economy approximately $1.3 million
accumulated over the lifespan of the individual (CAS, 2011). Strengthening the capacity of
AIDS Service Organizations in rural and remote areas so to provide a full range of prevention,
support and treatment (including a full range of harm reduction services) will mitigate the
negative impacts of HIV on productivity, community and family livelihood, individual health
outcomes including related morbidity and mortality, and quality of life.

Investment in research and development towards new prevention technologies expands the
range of available options that moderate risk in situations where the use of traditional
methods are unrealistic. Women represent 51% of HIV-positive individuals worldwide,
resulting in 34 million HIV-positive children; 91% of whom were infected from their mothers
during pregnancy, birth or breast-feeding (WHO, 2011). Pervasive gender based violence,
power imbalances, and gender inequality continue to exacerbate the effects of HIV on
women, families and communities. The discovery and provision of NPTs provides women the
capacity to make informed choices about their health empowering fuller participation in social,
educational and economic activities.

HIV is inextricably linked to complex development challenges and tends to target populations
who are in their prime years of economic activity. HIV remains a pivotal issue facing
international public health and continues to impact development moving beyond a post-2015
agenda. In order to not lose footing on progress made, it is imperative that Canada invest in
strong overseas development programming in combination with targeted commitments to
international health institutions such as the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, TB and Malaria. Since
2002, Canada has maintained a strong relationship with the Global Fund donating $1.5
billion. We strongly urge Canada to reconfirm its commitment and global leadership through
its investment to the Global Fund and goal of reaching the long-standing ODA target of 0.7%
GNI.
