This project embodies major Canadian values to be shared with and handed down to current
and future generations.

- attract 550,000 visitors, including 220,000 tourists (33% increase);

- increase youth and family visitor capacity to 125,000 (+25%); and

Pointe-a-Calliere, the only major archaeology museum in Canada, opened in 1992 on the site
of the founding of Montreal. It seeks to establish an archaeology and history complex and
showcase the site of the Parliament of United Canada. This infrastructure project, a major
legacy for Canada in the celebrations marking the 150th anniversary of the country's
Confederation, will be a signature project in Montreal in 2017. In partnering with the project,
the Government of Canada would be making a major contribution to an initiative that would
have national spinoffs. In addition, investment in a major permanent facility such as the
archaeology and history complex would generate significant added value for the institution
and the region, and would be an exceptional opportunity for providing Canadians,
Quebeckers and Montrealers with a venue commemorating history and culture. Contributing
to the archaeology and history complex would also be relevant in that the project would be a
direct way to commemorate Canada's Confederation. These historic sites would be
invaluable from an educational perspective.

The archaeology and history complex was confirmed as a commemorative project for 2017 at
the Rendez-vous Montréal, Cultural Metropolis, which brought together representatives of the
governments of Canada and Quebec, the City of Montreal, the Board of Trade of Metropolitan
Montreal and cultural organizations in Montreal. The Government of Quebec and the City of
Montreal publicly committed to supporting this project, worth an estimated $80 million.

The site of the Parliament of United Canada--a symbol of Canada's history--holds
considerable appeal and is generating tremendous public and media interest. The project, to
take place over the next four years (2013-2017), will also prove invaluable as a vehicle for
promoting the festivities marking the 150th anniversary of Canada's Confederation.

A feasibility study conducted in 2007 endorsed the proposed development scenario and
showed the feasibility of the archaeology and history complex. This world-class museological
institution will be built on a unique site in North America.
