	rec1: In addition to SickKids Foundation, we are representing the following organizations that conduct large charity lotteries in Canada, namely the Canadian Cancer Society, the Heart & Stroke Foundation, London Health Sciences Foundation (in partnership with St. Joseph's Health Care Foundation and Children's Health Foundation) and the Children's Hospital of Eastern Ontario Foundation. We are recommending that Budget 2014 amend Section 207(4)(c) of the Criminal Code to allow charities to use computers and other modern technologies in their current lottery sales, operations, and draws.
	rec2: No federal funding or tax policy changes would be required. This would simply entail the inclusion of this amendment in the budget bill.  This will make federal investments in charities (mainly tax credits) much more efficient.
	rec3: This amendment will remove outdated legislation that creates significant, unnecessary red tape and costs for charities, allowing them to transform current lottery sales, operations and draws to become much more efficient and sustainable. Being able to use computers will save millions of dollars per year, immediately.  These savings can be redirected to the benefit of all Canadians, including the missions and core services of our organizations, along with the hundreds of thousands of staff and volunteers who work with us. 
	rec4: Currently, charity lottery tickets are processed and mailed manually, draws are done completely by hand (using paper tokens in giant drums).  With this change, tickets could be purchased and immediately processed online with e-tickets issued directly to customers via email. The savings for health charities will lead to more increased value-added investments such as medical research, health promotion, and grassroots programs that improve productivity and create jobs.
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
