	rec1: Provide a funding for entrepreneurs promoting/selling Canadian art in other countries.
	rec2: With the introduction of $37,500,000 yearly towards international travel (flights only) for the purpose of entrepreneurial commerce development, Canadian artists can secure revenue from other markets and generate new tax revenue for our government from their sales. I ask that no reallocation from existing arts funding be placed towards this initiative but instead a self imposed tax be created to generate this revenue from all government advertising in a similar way to that of Toronto with their new billboard tax system which generates approximately $10,000,000 yearly.
	rec3: The Canada Council for the Arts has similar travel funding available for artists without priority being placed on commercial commerce. Without the expectation of financial returns coming to Canada we cannot grow an international arts economy for Canada abroad. The Canada Council for the Arts has the infrastructure to handle the funding distribution and with approximately 2.5 Million going towards administration while the remaining 35 million would go towards covering the flight costs for approximately 14,000 individual artists leaving Canada to sell their work in other countries. 
	rec4: Each of the 14,000 artists would be selling a minimum of $3000 per year in sales to a non-Canadian market. This generates a minimum of $42 million in new income for Canadian entrepreneurs and an additional $5.4 million in new tax revenue which combined gives a major incentive to foster this growth as Canadian's would be generating international revenue for themselves and for the Canadian Economy. Additional benefits will include a higher rate of artists independently funding their own businesses and generating more cultural interest around the world towards Canada.

	rec13: A self imposed tax on all federal advertising would limit the reach of advertising budget slightly as this would eat into each MP's budget but the rewards outweigh the long-term benefit.

The long-term growth that will come from 14,000 Canadian arts entrepreneurs travelling internationally each year will guarantee that at least 14,000 part-time jobs will be created across Canada by this initiative as well as a massive amount of self derived training as a result of international collaboration. 

I ask that a 5 year commitment be put in place so that effective monitoring can give a measure of success from this initiative. The results of sales and business growth may take up to 3 years to prove results of this initiative. I am open to structuring suggestions which may include tax incentives as a replacement to funding through grants but stress that most artists are low-income operators which is why these entrepreneurs have not set up international commerce independently in the past. This funding would get them up to operational lewvels quickly and with minimal cost as accommodations for their trips would not be covered nor would any of their product development.
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
