| reiterate my profound regret for my error in recognizing an individual in the House during the joint
address to Parliament by President Zelenskyy.

That public recognition has caused pain to individuals and communities, including the Jewish community
in Canada and around the world, as well as to survivors of Nazi atrocities in Poland and other nations.
| am deeply sorry.

| accept full responsibility for my actions.

My resignation will take effect at the end of the sitting day tomorrow, Wednesday, September 27,
to allow for the election of a new Speaker. Until that time, the deputy speakers will chair House
proceedings.
